Contention 3: The Shattering
We must confront our passion for the Real by analyzing the figure of the terrorist in Yemen – Politics are dominated by the desire for impossible utopias. This passion can be constructive, desiring the mitigation of antagonisms like racism – but this can become terrible when we disavow responsibility for our desires – the War on Terror is a paranoid obsession with Al Qaeda for destroying a utopia that never existed.
